iMovie Podcasting Lesson

Audience: This specific lesson is to teach school librarians how to make iMovie podcasts for booktalks. The lesson can be adapted for any content or audience, however.

Materials:

· Project and screen hooked up to computer with iMovie

· Image from Google

· Computer video camera

· USB mic headphones recommended but not required

· iMovie.ppt

· iMovie Podcasting handout
Objectives:

Students will…
· Record video through iSight camera

· Edit video clips

· Add pictures

· Add title

· Export movie to Quicktime or to Youtube

· Upload movie to Youtube

· Embed movie in blog

Lesson:

1) Using iMovie.ppt, explain how school librarians can use iMovie in their libraries/classrooms.

2) Show basic buttons in iMovie (use screen capture in ppt).

3) Have students pick out a favorite book they want to booktalk and save a copy of the cover picture from CreativeCommons or Google to the desktop.

4) Show students how to upload the photo into iMovie and drag into their movie. Show them how to crop the photo or elongate the duration of the photo clip.

5) Have students record a brief booktalk on the book using the iSight camera.

6) Show students how to drag the movie clip into their movie.

7) Show students how to edit out the “ums” and whatever else they don’t want in the movie.

8) Show students how to add a title.

9) Show students how to export the movie.

10) Upload to Youtube and embed in blog.

Assessment:

There will be two formative assessments: the Zoomerang survey I made to assess my instructional presentation, and the students’ final movies: Do they have a title, picture, and video with smooth editing? If I were doing this in an actual classroom, I would probably have a pretest and a final rubric.
